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DIRECTOR’S MESSAGE  
 

Historic Preservation - An Attractive Stimulus! 
 
The Federal stimulus bill that just passed eliminated a provision that would have 
provided funding for State Historic Preservation Offices for historic preservation 
brick and mortar grants for local governments and non-profit organizations.  This 
action is particularly disappointing.  A similar, but much smaller, stimulus program 
in 1983 quickly put people to work on projects that not only provided jobs, but also 
helped preserve our nation’s heritage.   
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The historic preservation provision seems to meet all of the 
guidelines that have been put forth for a stimulus program.  
Construction projects would have put people to work very quickly—the draft guidelines required 
groundbreaking within 180 days of the bill’s signing. The program had projects ready—we had just gone 
through a Georgia Heritage Grant cycle for similar projects, and received 37 applicants requesting over 
$800,000 for a program which had only a little over $100,000 available.  Those state grant funds were 
casualties of the required state budget cuts, and so those projects were a logical start for the $1- $2 million 
in Federal funds anticipated by the state.  When it 
looked like grant funds would be included in the 
stimulus bill, we heard from many other groups 
around the state who had ready projects. Georgia 
has the staff, experience, and infrastructure in place 
so that with very limited additional administrative 
costs the program could have been implemented, 
almost immediately.

The money is badly needed for historic courthouses, 
city halls, libraries, schools, house museums and 
numerous other resources.  A recent study found 
that 50 percent of Georgia’s courthouses and city 
halls were in poor or fair condition and needed 
repair. Seventy-five percent did not meet ADA 
requirements and sixty-five percent had not been 
tested for hazardous materials.  Similar needs exist 
in other eligible historic structures.   
 
The Georgia Heritage Grants and the 1983 Jobs Act 
projects illustrate the type of potential projects and 
their impact.  Since 1994 there have been 229 
Georgia Heritage Grants providing a total of just 
over $3 million—matched 60-40.  Funds have been 
provided for 30 courthouses; 23 historic schools; as 
well as historic bus stations, cemeteries, city halls, 
community centers, forts, hospital, house museums, historic jails, libraries, lighthouses, monuments, post 
offices, theaters, tool house and train stations. The 1983 Jobs Act Stimulus program funded 18 projects in 
Georgia for $640,000, which was matched locally by $930,000.  The 18 funded projects were selected 
from 85 projects requesting $4,346,000.   The completed projects included courthouses, depots, schools, 
and house museums. The program created an estimated 276 jobs in Georgia.

Hopefully, any future stimulus programs will recognize the dual ability of historic preservation grants to 
provide employment while enhancing our heritage and sense of place for future generations. 



HIGHLIGHTS OF THE YEAR 
 
Preserve America Cemetery 
Grants 

In 2006 the Historic Preservation 
Division received a Preserve America grant 
of $86,000 from the National Park Service 
to promote the preservation of Georgia’s 
historic cemeteries and to recognize their 
importance to heritage tourism. The grant 
funded the publication, Preserving 
Georgia’s Historic Cemeteries and provided 
sponsorship for the conference, Eternal 
Places: Discovering Georgia’s Historic 
Cemeteries.  In addition, five of Georgia’s 
Preserve America communities received 
nearly $60,000 in federally funded matching 
sub-grants (50%-50%) to conduct historic 
cemetery projects.  

 
 
Administered through HPD, these 

projects began in January 2007 and were 
successfully completed by the fall of 2008. 
The City of Macon in Bibb County was 
awarded $10,500 to prepare a condition 
assessment and preservation plan for historic 
Linwood Cemetery. The City of Kennesaw 
in Cobb County received $10,250 to conduct 
a ground-penetrating radar survey and 
prepare a summary report of unmarked 
graves in Kennesaw City Cemetery. A 
$3,000 grant to the City of Rome enabled 
teachers in Floyd County to receive new 
curriculum materials and attend training 

sessions focusing on Myrtle Hill Cemetery 
as an educational resource. Condition 
assessment reports for the Methodist, 
Presbyterian, and Founders Cemeteries were 
produced as a result of the $10,000 grant to 
the City of Roswell in Fulton County.  A 
survey, condition assessment, and 
preservation plan were prepared for the 
School Street Cemetery, and a cemetery 
workshop was funded through a $26,025 
grant to the City of Washington in Wilkes 
County. 

In the last few years, HPD has noted 
an increased interest in cemeteries and has 
worked closely with communities and 
individuals across Georgia that are working 
to identify and protect them. The Preserve 
America grants have been extremely 
important in local efforts to preserve and 
promote Georgia’s historic cemeteries. 
 
Changes to State Income Tax 
Credit for Rehabilitated Historic 
Property 

In May 2009 Governor Sonny 
Perdue signed HB 851 into law amending 
Georgia’s Income Tax Credit Program for 
Rehabilitated Historic Property. Effective 
January 1, 2009, the new law offers a credit 
equal to 25% of qualified rehabilitation 
expenditures. The legislation also removes 
the existing $5,000 cap and provides for a 
maximum cap of $100,000 for residential 
properties and $300,000 for income-
producing properties.  

These changes to the State Income 
Tax Credit should encourage increased 
investment in historic properties across 
Georgia. Along with the state credit, the 
federal preservation tax credit and the state’s 
Preferential Property Tax Assessment for 
Rehabilitated Historic Property should 
provide a series of incentives to act as a 
catalyst to revitalize the historic core of 
Georgia’s communities. 
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Georgia Shipwreck Survey 
Georgia’s coast and rivers are the 

final resting place of hundreds of 
shipwrecks.  From Revolutionary War 
gunboats to late 19th century coastal 
schooners, and from the Savannah Harbor to 
the St. Mary’s River, reports of shipwrecks 
come in to HPD on an almost monthly basis 
from interested members of the public or 
other agencies.  Because of the high degree 
of interest in these archaeological sites and 
their inherently-fragile nature, HPD began 
the Georgia Shipwreck Survey to actively 
search for some of our most important 
known wrecks. 

The Georgia Shipwreck Survey uses 
information from a variety of sources to 
identify search areas.  Historic newspaper 
accounts of ship loss, insurance claims, and 
local diver knowledge are all rich sources of 
leads.  Once an area is identified as possibly 
including a wreck site, detailed chart 
information is used to narrow the search 
area.  Remote sensing gear including side 
scan sonar and proton magnetometers are 
used to identify targets for later dives.

Sometimes wrecks are not under 

water at all.  For instance, a schooner bow 
section recently emerged on a Jekyll Island 
beach after a tropical storm.  While archival 
research to identify the wreck continues, it 
may be a mid-19th century steamboat that 
suffered a boiler explosion.  The bow 
section of the vessel parted from the stern, 

and was later seen floating out toward the 
sea.   

While the Georgia Shipwreck Survey 
has only begun, it should be a valuable tool 
for systematically identifying some of the 
state’s most important archaeological sites. 
 
Mid 20th-Century Ranch Houses 

Ranch houses are historic!  That’s 
the consensus of an interagency task force 
reviewing HPD’s historic context 
information about Georgia’s ranch houses.  
The task force, representing the Georgia 
Department of Transportation, the Georgia 
Transmission Company, several historic 
preservation consultants and HPD, met 
periodically between January and June 2008 
to review HPD’s findings and make 
recommendations for applying the National 
Register criteria to ranch houses.   
HPD and other agencies and organizations 
are now applying the guidelines to historic 
preservation activities involving ranch 
houses, including National Register 
nominations and Section 106 environmental 
reviews.  Among HPD’s initiatives are three 
National Register nominations: an individual 
nomination for a 1950 California 
Contemporary ranch house designed by Jean 
League Newton in Macon (listed January 9, 
2009); a historic district nomination for 
Savannah’s first modern mid-century 
suburb, “Fairway Oaks-
Greenview”(pending); and a district 
nomination for the nation’s foremost mid-
century African American suburb, Collier 
Heights in Atlanta (pending).  

Like the Craftsman Bungalow of the 
1910s-20s and the American Small House of 
the 1930s-40s, the ranch house represents a 
distinct period of Georgia’s history: the 
post-World War II years with their 
population growth, economic prosperity, 
new ideas about family life, and expanded 
homeownership.  The ranch house was 
clearly the house of preference for new 
homebuyers during this period, accounting 
for two-thirds of all the new single-family 
houses built in the state from 1945 through 
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A 1947 ranch house in Decatur. 

 
the 1950s.  Never before in Georgia’s 
history has a single new type of house 
housed so many people in such a short 
period of time. 

The architectural characteristics of 
the mid-century ranch house were radically 
new at the time: a long, low form, a variety 
of exterior materials, varied window shapes 
and sizes reflecting interior functions, zoned 
interior floor plans, and the integration of 
“inside” and “outside” through plate-glass 
windows, sliding glass doors, porches, 
patios and planters.  Dating from the early 
1940s through the 1950s, Georgia’s ranch 
houses are characterized by their red-brick 
exteriors, picture windows with operable 
sash, screened porches, and carports.  
Architectural styles include the California 
Contemporary, the Colonial Revival, and, 
predominantly, the plain or no-style red-
brick ranch house.  Like ranch houses 
everywhere, Georgia’s ranch houses were 
intentionally low-keyed and unpretentious, 
reflecting the more casual post-war 
lifestyles. 
 
Sapelo Island and the Spanish 
Entrada 

Several research projects on Sapelo 
Island are documenting the earliest 
European contact with Georgia’s native 
peoples, the “Spanish Entrada.”   

Professor John Worth of the 
University of West Florida has carried out 
exhaustive documentary research into the 
contact and interaction between Spanish 

colonists and missionaries with the local 
Guale Indians.  Worth’s research traces the 
history of the first Spanish slave raiding 
excursions along the Georgia coast between 
1515 and 1516, the upheaval and change 
caused to Guale culture by the Spanish 
missionary and military presence, revolts 
against the Spanish by the Guale Indians in 
1576-1580 and 1597, and the final retreat of 
the Spanish missionaries and their Guale 
followers to St. Augustine, Florida in 1702 
and 1704 following raids by English and 
French pirates. 

Dr. Richard Jeffries of the University 
of Kentucky and his student Christopher 
Moore have been exploring a site that has 
yielded Spanish artifacts and Native 
American ceramic types dating to the late 
1600s.  This settlement may be related to the 
fall of Santa Catalina mission on 
neighboring St. Catherine’s Island.  When 
English pirates raided the mission, refugee 
Spanish soldiers, clerics, and missionized 
Indians fled to Sapelo.

case study: A transportation enhancement grant 
is helping fund rehabilitation of the St. Simons 
Lighthouse, which is listed on the National 
Register of Historic Places. The lighthouse, 
which was completed in 1872, is a conical tower 
attached to a small house that once served as the 
light keeper’s cottage. Designed by well-known 
Georgia architect Charles Cluskey, the keeper’s 
dwelling and lighthouse serve as an Aid to 
Navigation. It was formerly operated by the 
Coast Guard and now is owned by the Coastal 
Georgia Historical Society. The proposed work 
includes repairs to the copper roof, lantern deck 
and handrail system as well as gallery deck and 
exterior masonry. HPD’s involvement will 
ensure that the work conducted meets the 

Secretary of the Interior’s Standards for the 
Treatment of Historic Properties.

case study: Renovation of the R.F. Strickland 
Building in Concord for improved use as a 
community center was proposed using US 
Department of Agriculture’s Rural 
Development funds.  A catering kitchen, new 
heating and cooling systems, and other interior 
renovation was proposed for this circa 1907 
brick building, a contributing property to the 
National Register-listed R.F. Strickland 
Company Historic District.  While the project 
appeared consistent with the Secretary of the 
Interior’s Standards for the Treatment of 
Historic Properties, HPD recommended that 
historic features, materials and finishes be 
retained to the maximum extent possible and 
that HVAC systems be installed in a manner 
that minimized physical and visual impact on 
the building.

The Klondike Historic District is a 
small crossroads community located three miles 
south of Lithonia. Houses are interspersed with 
wooded lots on both sides of Klondike and 
South Goddard roads, the principal streets.  A 
stone commercial building constructed circa 
1900 is located at the crossroads.  

 
White settlers put down roots in 

Klondike after the 1821 Land Lottery.  The 
Lyons, Goddards, Sims, and Housworths were 
among the first families in the area.  They 
farmed corn, wheat, rye and oats and built mills 
for grain and lumber. Cotton was a major crop 

from the 1830s to the boll weevil infestation in 
the 1930s.  By the 1890s, granite quarrying at 
Arabia Mountain had overtaken farming as the 
principal occupation of Klondike residents.  The 
name Klondike, given in 1898, was inspired by 
the late 19th-century Yukon gold rush in 
Canada.  

The district’s significance lies in the 
area of architecture because its houses and 
commercial buildings represent architectural 
styles and house types popular in Georgia from 
the late 19th century through World War II.  It 
is also significant in community planning and 
development as an excellent example of a 
crossroads community that formed when 
DeKalb County was first opened to white 
settlement in the 1820s. 
 The Arabia Mountain Heritage Area 
Alliance and Klondike residents sponsored the 
nomination.  Students from the Georgia State 
University Heritage Preservation Program 
prepared the nomination materials.  The 
Klondike Historic District is part of the Arabia 
Mountain National Heritage Area.

Funded by transportation enhancement funds through the Federal Highway Administration, the South River Multi-Use Trail and the Rockdale River Trail are part of an effort to create a linear park along the South River from Atlanta in Fulton County to the Monastery of the Holy Spirit in Rockdale County. When the overall trail, including future phases, is completed, citizens will have over 25 miles of multi-use trail through a scenic, undeveloped area.

	case study: On March 14, 2008, tornadoes and high winds resulted in extensive property damage in Atlanta. HPD reviewed publicly-funded repairs to a number of these buildings.  HPD worked with FEMA to expedite Section 106 review of projects involving historic properties due to the emergency nature of the repairs.  Nineteen projects were received by HPD that included repairs to National Register-eligible and listed buildings at Grady Memorial Hospital and Georgia State University.  
	The largest publicly owned property to sustain widespread damage was National Register-listed Oakland Cemetery.  HPD assisted FEMA, GEMA, Atlanta Parks and Recreation Department, and Historic Oakland Foundation in assessing the damages to the cemetery and made recommendations for avoiding additional impacts to the property during clean up efforts.  Monument repairs were also reviewed for consistency with the Secretary of the Interior’s Standards for the Treatment of Historic Properties.  
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
